@®Do not trim excessively steep slopes over 20% (of
approximately 1.6 feet for every 10 feet).

IV. GENERAL INSTRUCTIONS FOR
WORKING WITH YOUR FLAIL MOWER

@WARNING-petrol is highly flammable.Use extra
care in handling gasoline and other fuels.
They are flammable and vapors are explosive.
- Store fuel incontainers specially designed for this
purpose; Use only an approved fuel container.
- Refueloutdoors onlyand donot smoke while
refu-eling; Never refuel the machine indoors.
- Never store the machine or fuel container near an open
flame, such as a water heater
- Addfuel before startingthe engine. Neverremove
the cap of the fueltank or add petrol whilethe engine
is running or when the engine is hot; Allow the engine
to cool before refuelling.
- If petrolis spilled, do not attempt to start the
engine butmove the machine away from the area
of spillage and avoid creating any source ofigni-

tion until petrol vapors have dissipated.
- Replace all fueltanks and container caps securely;

- Donot smoke in the neighbourhood ofthe mower.

@®Replace faulty silencers
@Clean up any oil or fuel spills.

®Do not startthe engine whenstanding in front of
the discharge chute.

®Do not put hands or feet near or under rotating parts.
Keep clear of the discharge opening at all times.

@®Do not operate the engine ina confined space
where dangerous carbon monoxide fumes can
collect;Walk neverrun.

@®Always be sure of your footing on slopes.

@®Do not change the engine governor settings or
over-speed the engine;

@®Never make adjustments or repairs with the engine
(motor) running. Disconnect the sparkplug wire, and
keep the wire away from the plug to prevent accidental
starting.

@®Check regularly that nuts and bolts, especially
blade attachment bolts, are fastened tightly and keep
the equipment in a good condition.

®Never disable or tamperwith safety systems or
features. Checkall starting interlocks and operator
presence controls regularly and ensure them are
properly functioning.

@®Make sure that grass, leaves or other debris does

not collect in the mower; check regularly and remove
such residues to blocking.

@Stop and inspect your flail mower if you strike any
object. Repair, if necessary, before restarting.

@ Never attempt to make wheel height adjustments
while the engine (motor)is running.

@®Mower blades are sharp and can cause injuries.
Wrap the blade(s) orwear gloves when handling
them, and use extra caution during blade mainte-
nance.

@®Be especially careful in case you reverse the mower
or going to use the machine.

@Stop the blade(s) ifthe flail mower has to be tilted
for transportation when crossing surfaces other than
grass, and when transporting the flail mower to and
from the area to be mowed.

@Start the engine or switch on the motor carefully
according toinstructions and with feet well away
from the blades.

@®Do not tilt the mower when starting the engine
or switching on the motor, except if the mower
has to be tilted for starting. In this case, do not tile
it more than absolutely necessary and lift only the
part which is away from the operator.

@®Never pickup orcarry the mower while the
engine is running.

@Stop the engine and disconnect the spark plug wire.

- Before clearing blockages or unclogging chute.

- before checking, cleaning or working on the mower.
- after striking a foreign object. Inspect the mower
for damage and make repairs before re-starting and
operating the mower;

@ if flail mower starts to vibrate abnormally (check
immediately).



Safety Precautions cont’d ...

@Stop the engine:

- whenever you leave the flail mower.

- before re-fuelling.

@®Reduce the throttle setting during engine shut down
and, if the engine is provided with a shut-off valve, turn
the fuel off at the conclusion of mowing;

@Allow the engine to cool before storing in any enclo-
sure.

@®Never store the equipment with petrol in the tank inside
a building where fumes can reach an openflame or
spark. To reduce the fire hazard, keep the engine,
silencer, battery compartment and petrol storage area
free of grass, leaves, or excessive grease.

@®If the fuel tank has to be drained, this should be
done outdoors.

Operation and Safety Devices

Before You Start the Engine

®Ensure the operator is familiar with the devices and operating elements and their

functions.

®Above all, learn how to turn the engine off quickly and safely in an emergency.
®Ensure that all protective devices are mounted and positioned to provide protection.

Starting the Engine

®Do not start engine in closed rooms. The carbon monoxide contained in the

exhaust fume is extremely toxic when inhaled.

®Before you start the engine set all operating elements to neutral or idling position.
®For starting the engine, do not step in front of the flail mower and the implement.

Operation

When operating the mower, follow these guidelines for operator's

personal safety:

a. Always wear proper safety clothing and equipment for the job. These can and
should include eye and ear protection, gloves, dust mask and any other items that are
appropriate for the job and jobsite requirements.

b. Never wear any jewelry, neck ties, or other loose or hanging items that can be

caught on any part of the machine.

c. Tie back or remove any loose hair, clothing and any other potential hazards and

obstructions.

d. Keep all hands, loose clothing, hair, jewelry and all other personal parts and
belongings away from moving parts of the machine.

e. Avoid coming in contact with the muffler and other engine parts after the engine is
started and the time immediately after the machine is turned off. Machine and engine
temperatures may exceed 150 °F or 66°C . Machine must be allowed to cool before
touching it or attempting to perform any maintenance!



Safety Precautions cont’d ...

For the safety of others and that of the operator, observe the
following precautions:
a. Keep observers and bystanders away from the flail mower and its immediate working
environment while the machine is in use.
b. Stop operations or if anyone or anything (i.e.: humans, animals, debris etc.)
approaches from the front or the sides while the machine is in operation.
c. Stop work and turn off the flail mower if it hits any debris that jams the machine or
causes it to labor un-necessarily. Inspect the machine and surrounding environment
for any possible causes and have it repaired.
d. If the machine is jammed, stop the engine and remove the sparkplug wire before
attempting to clear any jams in the unit. Clean the brushes or the implement with an
appropriate tool.
e. DO NOT, under any circumstances, operate machine if any of the following
conditions are applicable:
i. Any impairment (i.e.: medical conditions, medicinal side-effects, alcohol, drugs
etc.) of the operator.
ii. The operator has not read or understood the operator's manual for this
machine.
iii. The operator does not clearly understand the operations of the machine.
iv. The machine is in need of repair
v. The operator is inappropriately attired to operate the machine.
f. Never leave the operator’s position at the handlebars while flail mower is at work.
g. Never adjust the operating handles during work — danger!

h. During operation the operator must keep at a distance as defined by the
handle-bars, especially when turning the machine.

i. If steering causes problems, immediately bring the flail mower to a halt and turn it off.
Have the malfunction removed without delay.

j- To prevent the flail mower from sliding on slopes, make sure it is secured by an-other
person using a bar or a rope. This person must be located at a higher position than

the vehicle and at a safe distance from the attachment at work.

k. If possible, always work horizontally on the slope.

End of Operation

® Never leave the flail mower unattended with the engine running.

® Before you leave the flail mower, turn off the engine.

® Secure flail mower against unauthorized use - remove spark plug connector.

SAVE THESE INSTRUCTIONS!!!
Working Area and Danger Zone

® The user is liable to third parties working within the flail mower’s working range.

® Staying in the danger zone is not per-mitted.

® Check the immediate surroundings of the flail mower before you start it. Watch out for
children and animals.

®Careful! Dirt and stones may get air-borne during mowing. People and animals must
keep out of this area. Watch out for vehicles, window panes and other objects to avoid
damage.

®Before you start work, clear the area from any foreign object. During operation, always
watch out for further objects and remove them in time.

®For operation in enclosed areas, ensure that a safety distance is kept to enclosures to
prevent damage to tools.
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Maintenance and Cleaning

®Never carry out any maintenance or cleaning with the engine running.

®Before you work on the engine, always remove spark plug connector (petrol engine
only).

®Check regularly and, if necessary, replace all guards and tools subject to wear and tear.
®Keep flail mower and implement clean to avoid risk of fire.

®Check nuts and bolts regularly for tight fit and re-tighten, if necessary.

® After maintenance and cleaning, ensure that you re-install all safety devices and guards
and adjust them properly.

®0Only use original WEIBANG spare parts. All other commercial spare parts must
correspond to quality and technical requirements specified by WEIBANG.

Storage

o[t is not allowed to store the flail mower in rooms with open heating.

®Never park the flail mower in closed rooms with fuel left in tank. Fuel vapours are
hazardous.

Engine, Fuel, and Oil

®Never let the engine run in closed rooms. Extreme danger of intoxication!

®For the same reason, also replace damaged exhaust parts immediately.

@ Caution with hot engine parts!

®The exhaust and other engine parts become very hot, if the engine runs and

immediately after turning off. Hold for sufficient distance from hot surfaces and keep

children away from the running engine.

®Be careful when dealing with fuel. Great danger of fire! Never refill fuel close to open fire,

inflammable sparks or hot engine parts. Do not refill fuel in closed rooms. Do not smoke

when refilling!

®Refill only with the engine switched off and cooled down.

®Do not spill any fuel, use a proper filling device.

®In case of fuel spillage, pull the flail mower away from the spillage before you start the
engine.

®Make sure fuel is of specified quality.

@ Store fuel in approved cans only.

®For safety reasons the petrol tank and fuel cap should be replaced regularly.

@ Store anti-corrosive agents and stabilizing liquids out of reach of children. If sickness

and vomiting occur, see a doctor. If fuel has contacted eyes, rinse them thoroughly,

avoid inhaling of vapours.

®Read and observe enclosed instructions.

®Before you dispose of opened and seemingly empty pressurized tins (e.g. of

assist-starting liquids) make sure they are completely empty. Empty them in ventilated

places safe from spark formation or flames. If necessary, dispose of tins in hazardous

waste deposits.

- Refuel outdoors only and do not smoke while refueling; Never refuel the machine
indoors.

- Never store the machine or fuel container near an open flame, such as a water
heater

- Add fuel before starting the engine. Never remove the cap of the fuel tank or add
petrol while the engine is running or when the engine is hot; Allow the engine to
cool before refueling.

- If petrol is spilled, do not attempt to start the engine but move the machine away
from the area of spillage and avoid creating any source of ignition until petrol
vapors have dissipated.

- Replace all fuel tanks and container caps securely;

®Replace faulty silencers
®Clean up any oil or fuel spills.
®Do not put hands or feet near or under rotating parts. Keep clear of the discharge
opening at all times.
®Do not operate the engine in a confined space where dangerous carbon monoxide
fumes can collect;
®\Walk and never run.
®Always be sure of your footing on slopes.
®Do not change the engine governor settings or over-speed the engine;
®Never make adjustments or repairs with the engine (motor) running. Disconnect the
sparkplug wire, and keep the wire away from the plug to prevent accidental starting.
®Check regularly that nuts and bolts, especially blade attachment bolts, are fastened
tightly and keep the equipment in a good condition.
®Never tamper with safety devices. Check their proper operation regularly.
®Make sure that grass, leaves or other debris does not collect in the rake; check regularly
and remove such residues to blocking.
®Stop and inspect your rake if you strike any object. Repair, if necessary, before
restarting.
®Never attempt to make wheel height adjustment while the engine (motor) is running.
@ Start the engine or switch on the motor carefully according to instructions
®Never pick up or carry a flail mower while the engine is running.
@ Stop the engine and disconnect the spark plug wire.

- Before clearing blockages or brush roller.

- Before checking, cleaning or working on the machine.

- If machine starts to vibrate abnormally (check immediately).

®Reduce the throttle setting during engine shut down and, if the engine is provided with a
shut-off valve, turn the fuel off at the conclusion of mowing.
®Allow the engine to cool down before storing in any enclosure.

®Never store the equipment with petrol in the tank inside a building where fumes can
reach an open flame or spark. To reduce the fire hazard, keep the engine, silencer,
battery compartment and petrol storage area free of grass, leaves, or excessive grease.

Carefully read these instructions and this manual in its entirety, before you attempt to
operate your new flail mower.

IMPORTANT: THIS FLAIL MOWER IS DELIVERED WITHOUT OIL OR PETROL IN THE ENGINE.

Your new flail mower has been pre-assembled at the factory, with the
exception of those parts left unassembled for shipping purposes. All
parts such as nuts, washers, bolts, etc necessary to complete the as-
sembly have been attached on the machine. To assure safe and proper
operation of your mower all parts and hardware you assemble must
be tightened securely. Use the correct tools needed to assure proper tightening.

I UNPACKING INSTRUCTIONS

WARNING

To prevent personal injury or property damage, do not attempt to start the engine
until all assembly steps are complete and you have read and understand the
safety controls and operating instructions in this manual.

INTRODUCTION

Please carefully follow these assembly steps to properly prepare your machine for use.
We recommend that you read this Section in it's entirely before beginning assembly.

NOTE: All references to left, right, front and rear of the machine are determined by
standing behind the handlebars and facing the direction of forward travel.

INSPECTION AFTER DELIVERY

When unpacking the machine, inspect for shipping damage or missing parts, if you find
any damage, or if parts are missing, notify the local dealer who sold you the machine.

UNPACKING STEPS

Cut plastic banding. To open the box, remove top plywood panel firstly,
Remove the handle bar with control levers.

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Transporting The Flail Mower

CAUTION: Do not transport or move machine while the engine or machine is running.
Stop the engine and remove the sparkplug wire, and make sure that all moving parts
have come to a complete stop. Prevent fuel spillage, gasoline is flammable and vapors
are explosive.

e The flail mower is a HEAVY machine. The net weight is over 243kgs. It is recommended
extremely using a crane to lift the unit.

If there is no crane for lifting, make sure that six people lifting the machine are capable
of lifting at least 100 Ibs/45.36kgs individually!!

e Working with partners, lift the unit to the transportation vehicle. ALWAYS use safe
lifting techniques to avoid back or muscle injury! Consult your local health and safety
organization for tips and best practices for moving heavy machinery.

e Use a heavy-duty trailer or truck to transport the machine. Block wheels and securely
fasten the machine to the trailer or truck with straps, chains, cable, or ropes. Be sure
that the trailer or truck has all necessary lighting and marking as required by law.

e Secure a trailer with a safety chain.

It is extremely recommended to use a heavy-duty trailer or truck to transport the
machine for long distance.

Pre-Operation Procedures

Engine
The four-stroke petrol engine runs on commercial petrol (refer to fuel recommendations).

During the first 20 operating hours (break-in period) do not operate the engine at maximum
speed.

Even after the break-in period never operate the engine at higher speed than is necessary
for the work in hand.

NOTE: High engine speed is harmful to any engine and considerably affects its
longevity.

This applies especially for no load operation. Any over speed (have the engine roar)
can result in immediate damage.

Cooling System
The engine is fan-cooled. Therefore keep the grille on the recoil starter and the cooling
fins on the cylinder clean and free from sucked-in plant trash.

Idling Speed
Always ensure that idling-speed is adjusted correctly. At low speeds and with the speed
control lever set to idle, the engine is supposed to run smoothly and without run-out.

Air Filter
The air filter cleans the air as it is in-ducted. A clogged filter reduces engine output.

Ignition System
The engine is equipped with a maintenance-free, contactless electronic ignition system.
We recommend to have necessary check-ups done by an expert only.

Commissioning the Machine

Please note that durability and operational safety of the engine depend to a large extent
on its breaking-in. Always allow a cold engine to warm up for some minutes and never
run it at full throttle at the beginning. Make sure the air filter is serviced regularly and to
use clean fuel.

Please note:
For the first 20 hours of operation (break-in period) do not use the engine at full power.

Note: For reasons of transport, the engine is not filled with engine oil! Before you operate
the engine the first time, fill in engine oil!

For this purpose, park the machine in such a way that the engine is in a horizontal
position. For oil filling quantity and quality refer to “Specifications”.

Check the oil level after filling.

Each time you take up operation

Check the engine oil level:
® Remove the ail fill plug.
@ Clean the oil dip-stick with a clean rag, insert it again but do not screw it in.

® Remove the dip-stick and read the oil level. If necessary, fill engine oil up to the level
mark "max”. Ensure the oil fill plug is tightly screwed into the filler neck during engine
operation.

@® Check whether sufficient fuel is filled into the tank.

Do not fill the fuel tank to the point of spillage. Instead, top up fuel to the top level mark to
allow the fuel to expand.

ADD GASOLINE

WARNING: Be careful when dealing with fuel.

@ Fuel is easily inflammable and explosive in certain conditions!

@ Never refill close to open fire, inflammable sparks or hot engine parts.
® Do not refill in closed rooms.

@ Before each fuel fill, shut off the engine and wait until it has cooled off.
® Do not smoke during filling and keep away from open fire and sparks.

® Do not spill any fuel, use a proper filling device. If fuel is spilled on the ground, ensure
the area is absolutely dry and the vapours have evaporated before you start the engine.
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Pre-Operation Procedures

NOTE: Before filling fuel tank, remove and discard the debris plug that isinside the tank.
Fill fuel tank.Use fresh, clean, regular unleaded gasoline with a minimum of 87 octants. Do not mixail
with gasoline. Purchase fuelin quantities that can be used within 30 days to assure fuel freshness.

WARNING: Experience indicatesthat alcoholblended fuels (called
gasohol or using ethanol or methanol) can attract moisturewhich leads
to separationand formation of acids during storage. Acidic gas can
damage the fuel system of an engine while in storage. Toavoid engine
problems, the fuelsystem should be emptied before storage of 30 days
or longer. Drain the gas tank, startthe engine andlet it rununtil the fuel
lines and carburetorare empty. Use freshfuel next season. See storage
instructions for additionalinformation. Never use engine or carburetor
cleaner productsin the fuel tank or permanent damage may occur.

any spilled oil orfuel. Do not store, spill oruse gasoline near anopen
flame.

Engine

Speed Control

Your engine speed has been factory set. Do not attempt to increase engine speed or it may
result in personal injury.

Devices for actuating engine speed must be adjusted correctly to start, operate and shut off

the engine at correct speed rates. If you believe that the engine is running too fast or too slow,
take your sweeper to an authorized service center or local dealer for repair and adjustment.

Carburetor settings

The carburetor has been preset at the factory and adjustment should not be necessary.

However, minor adjustment may be required to compensate for differences in fuel, temperature,
altitude or load.

The air filter must be assembled to the carburetor when running engine.

Best carburetor adjustment is obtained when fuel tank is 1/4 full. See the Adjustment
section of your engine manual for further instruction. For this adjustment: Contact to your
local dealer

! Apart from adhering to operating instructions for the sweeper, it is also important to
observe the following maintenance instructions.

Warning: Only do maintenance work with the engine shut off. To
prevent accidental start while working on the rotary brushes or on the
engine, always remove the spark plug connector from the spark plug.
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Maintenance Procedures

This sectionencompasses two general types of maintenance: 1. Preventative Maintenance
and 2. General Service . The firstrefers toregularly scheduled routine care of the flail mower,
such ascleaning and lubrication. The second provides information on common procedures, such
as changing flails, and adjusting the drive beltthat are to be performed as needed.

By following the Inspection Schedule below BEFORE and AFTER each use of the flail mower,
appropriate actions canbe taken toextend the service life of the machine and reduce any costly repairs
and unnecessary downtime for the unit.

All service should be performed by trained technicians.

A. Inspection Schedule

The followinglist aims offer some basic guidelines to performing a detailedinspection BEFORE
and AFTER each use. Certain checks will require some disassembly, i.e. the removal of the
drive guard, to perform. Depending onvarious environ-mental conditions and frequency ofuse,
other inspection points may have to be added for each machine.

"Replacing Drive V-Belt and Pulley"
for details.

Does the drive beltshow signs of wear and tear? Replace if necessary.

Are all the flailsin good condition? Are any flails worn down to minimum length of 3"/
7.6 cm?If so, have theybeen replaced?

Are the spring clips which secure the flails and rotor shaft in good condition?

Is the carriage securely fastened and free of all debris? Lingering debris may lead to
premature wear on the machine and shorten performance life.

Are the safety warning labels and other decals clearly identifiable and legible? If not,
ensure thatfresh decals will be re-applied priorto use for operator safety.

Is the frame and handle ingood condition with novisible damage or rusting? If not,
contact yourlocal authorized dealer toreplace machine prior to further use.

B. Preventative Maintenance Procedures

Maintaining a regular cleaning and lubrication schedule as well as taking time to perform preventative
maintenance procedures will prolong the service life of the FLAIL MOWER. The following are guide-
lines to settingup aregular maintenance routine forthe flail mower.

1. Cleaning the FLAIL MOWER

i. After each use, theflail mower, in particular the flails and rotorassembly, should be cleaned
and washed of any dirtor debris that may be trappedin the unit.

ii. When using a power pressure washerto cleanthe unit, the washer shold be approved. DO NOT
USEANY MACHINE RATEDHIGHER THAN 1000 PSI.

iii. Beware of damaging any warning decals and labels, as well as the drive belt, bearings and
engine. Limit directspray onthese objectsto help prevent theirwear and tear.
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Maintenance Procedures cont’d ...

2. Lubrication Schedule

Regularly scheduled lubrication of the wheels, flails & rotor assembly, and linkage joints in the
carriage is essential to smooth performance and extended equipment life. The following schedule
isa recommended guide to lubricating your FLAIL MOWER. The schedule should be adjusted
forvarious environmental conditions and frequency of use.

Technician shouldread and thoroughly understand all manuals pertaining
to themachine tobe serviced. Do NOT proceed withany serviceand
maintenance activity until ALL questions and concerns have been addressed.
Please contact your local authorized dealer for technical support and advice.

ALWAYS consult and verify that all local codes and bylaws are followed
before performing any service or maintenance procedures.

C. General Service Procedures

These canand shouldinclude eye
and ear protection, gloves, dust maskand any other items that are appropriate forthe job and jobsite
requirements.

V-Belts

The flail mower is equipped with belts in 4 position as follows:

1. Main belt(2 pcs) which connecting engine and the pivot;

2. Transmission belt(1 pcs) which connecting the pivot and CVT gearbox;

3. Variable transmission belt(2 pcs) on CVT gearbox;

4. Rotor driving belt(2pcs) which connecting the pivot and flail rotor.
Inspect the condition of the V-belts (7 pieces) at least once per year.

- Remove the belt cover.

- Replace the V-belts when they are worn.

Cables

Safety circuit

Check the safety circuit function each time you take up operation and each time you
maintain or service the machine.

1 When the engine-shut-off switch is at the "OFF " (marking) the engine must come to a stop.

Engine
Checking the Engine Oil Level

Before each operation and after 5 operating hours!
® Only with the engine shut off and in horizontal position.
® Clean the oil fill plug and its immediate surrounding

® Remove the oil fill plug, clean the dip-stick with a clean rag and re-insert it all the way —
do not screw it in.

® Remove the dip-stick and read the oil level.

® Refill oil, if the oil level is below the lower dipstick mark. Refill engine oil (see “Specifications”)
up to upper level mark on dip-stick.

Changing the Engine Oil

For the first time after 5 operating hours, after that after every 50 operating hours or annually
(whatever comes first).

Under high loads or at high temperatures, change the oil already after 25 operating hours.

® Remove drain and filler plug.

® Then drain the oil into a suitable container.

(We recommend drain the fuel through the filler neck into a fuel can before draining the
oil. Alternatively, use a suction pump to pump the oil from the machine)

® Dispose of the waste oil properly!
® Fill in fresh engine oil. For oil filling capacity and quality see specifications. Fill in the oil using

a funnel or similar device if possible. Only change oil while the engine is still warm, but not hot
danger of burns.

Air Filter

Keep air filter clean and ensure dust thickness not exceed red line.

Clean the air filter insert at 3-month intervals but not later than
operating 25 hours (earlier in very dusty conditions).

To do this, proceed as follows:

@ Clean the air filter and its surrounding area.
® Remove the filter cover.

® Remove the paper cartridge.

® Tap the cartridge against a smooth surface or blow compress-
ed air against the inside of the filter. Never brush the filter be-
cause this would press the dirt into the fibres.

@® Replace the filter element if it is extremely dirty.

@ Inspect the filter element carefully for holes or other damage
and replace it if necessary.

@® Replace the filter element

@® Re-install filter cover and re-fix it into place.
WARNING! Do not wash the paper element (tap it or blow it out)

Fuel System

®Each time you maintain the machine, check fuel hose, fuel tank, and carburetor for
leakages and repair, if necessary. Immediately replace leaking or porous fuel hoses.
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Maintenance Procedures cont’d ...

® Replace fuel hoses after every 2 years.

® Clean the fuel tank at 100-hour intervals. Contact to your local dealer for details

® Clean the fuel strainer at 100-hour intervals.

To do this, drain all fuel into a suitable container. Clean the fuel strainer with a cleaning solvent
and inspect it for damage. Replace the fuel strainer

Excessive Fuel Supply

After excessive fuel supply to the engine, remove the spark plug, clean and dry it. Then crank
the engine with the recoil starter sever times. Afterwards screw the spark plug in and move the
speed control lever to "FULL THROTTLE". Then start the engine via the recoil starter.

® Replace the spark plug at 100-hour intervals or when
it shows significant wear or if the insulator is damaged.

Correct spark plug assembly:
Screw the spark plug into the cylinder head by hand. Then continue with a spark plug wrench.
Turn wrench by 90° or at a torque of 20~30 Nm.

Checking the ignition sparks:

Remove the spark-plug, clean it and place it back into the plug connector. Use the lateral

electrode to make contact with the engine, pull the starter rope and wait for sparking. If
there are no sparks, replace the spark plug.

Governor

For smooth engine performance keep governor linkages, springs and actuating devices clean
and free from dust and dirt. Do not bend or twist parts.

Exhaust system

Regularly clean the area around the exhaust from grass, dirt, and inflammable deposits.
— Risk of fire!

Check before each operation.

General

1 Watch out for fuel and oil leakage and repair, if necessary.

2 Regularly check bolts and nuts for tight fit and retighten, if necessary.

3 Slightly grease all gliding and moving parts (e.g. rod that pivots the implement, etc.) with Bio-
lubricating grease and Bio-slushing oil (refer to “Lubrication Chart”, page37).

Cleaning

On no account spray water into the fan slots in the drive housing!

After each cleaning (washing with water, especially with pressure washer) lubricate all
lubrication points, oil and let the sweeper run for a short time to press water out.

Clean the engine only with a cloth. Avoid spraying with air-compressed water jets, as
water might leak into ignition and fuel system, causing malfunctions.
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Storage

Immediately prepare your flail mower for storage at the end of the season or if the unit will not
be used for 30 days or more.

Secure flail mower against unauthorized use - remove spark plug connector.

For longer periods of no operation

a) Clean thoroughly, remove all dirt, grease, leaves, etc. Store it in a clean, dry area.
1. Clean entire flail mower (See CLEANING in the Customer Responsibilities section of this
manual)
2. Lubricate as shown in the Customer Responsibilities section of this manual.
3. Be sure that all nuts, bolts, screws, and pins are securely fastened. Inspect moving parts
for damage, breakage and wear. Replace if necessary.
4. Touch up all rusted or chipped paint surfaces; sand lightly before painting.

b) Engine preservation

FUEL SYSTEM

IMPORTANT: IT IS IMPORTANT TO PREVENT GUM DEPOSITS FROM FORMING IN
ESSENTIAL SYSTEM PARTS SUCH AS CARBURETOR, FUEL FILTER, FUEL HOSE,
OR TANK DURING STORAGE. ALSO, EXPERIENCE INDICATES THAT ALCOHOL
BLENDED FUELS (CALLED GASOHOL OR USING ETHANOL OR METHANOL) CAN
ATTRACT MOISTURE WHICH LEADS TO SEPARATION AND FORMATION OF ACIDS
DURING STORAGE. ACIDIC GAS CAN DAMAGE THE FUEL SYSTEM OF AN ENGINE
WHILE IN STORAGE.

@ Drain fuel tank completely.
@ Start the engine and let it run until the fuel lines and carburetor are empty.

® Never use engine or carburetor cleaner products in the fuel tank or permanent damage
may occur.

NOTE: Fuel stabilizer is an acceptable alternative in minimizing the formation of
fuel gum deposits during storage. Add stabilizer to gasoline in fuel tank or storage
container. Always follow the mix ratio found on stabilizer container. Run engine at
least 10 minutes after adding stabilizer to allow the stabilizer to reach the
carburetor. Do not drain the gas tank and carburetor if using fuel stabilizer.

Use fresh fuel next season.

® Change the engine oil. Drain oil (with engine warm) and replace with clean engine oil.
(See ENGINE in the CUSTOMER RESPONSIBILITIES section of this manual).

CYLINDER

@ Fill a tea-spoon (approx. 0.03L) of engine oil into the spark plug opening Slowly crank
the engine.

@ Re-fit the spark plug and set the piston to compression via the recoil starter (pull the
starter grip until resistance is felt) —valves are closed.

@ Slowly crank the engine after every 2—-3 weeks (spark-plug connector is re moved).
Then set the piston to compression again.

DISENGAGING THE DRIVES
Always park the machine with walking clutch lever and rotor clutch lever released to ensure
clutchs disengaged to avoid clutch problems.
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‘Storage cont’d ...

OTHER

® Do not store gasoline from one season to another.

® Replace your gasoline can if your can starts to rust. Rust and /or dirt in your gasoline will
cause problems.

@ If possible, store your unit indoors and cover it to give protection from dust and dirt.

To avoid severe corrosion:

- to preserve the machine from atmospheric influences do not park the machine:
- in humid rooms

- in rooms where fertilizer is stored

- in stables or adjacent rooms.

@® Cover your unit with a suitable protective cover that does not retain moisture. Do not use
plastic. Plastic cannot breathe which allows condensation to form and will cause your unit to
rust. Protect the machine with cloth or a similar cover.

' IMPROTANT: NEVER COVER MOWER WHILE ENGINE AND EXHAUST AREAS ARE
STILL WARM.

! CAUTION: Never store the flail mower with gasoline in the tank inside a building where
fumes may reach an open flame or spark. Allow the engine to cool before storing in any
enclosure.
