@®WARNING-petrol is highly flammable.Use extra
care in handling gasoline and other fuels.

- Store fuel incontainers specially designed for this
purpose; Use only an approved fuel container.

- Refueloutdoors onlyand donot smoke while
refu-eling; Never refuel the machine indoors.

- Never store the machine or fuel container near an open
flame, such as a water heater

- Addfuel before starting the engine. Neverremove
the cap of the fueltank or add petrol while the engine
is running or when the engine is hot; Allow the engine
to cool beforerefuelling.

- If petrolis spilled, do not attempt to start the
engine butmove the machine away from the area
of spillage and avoid creating any source ofigni-
tion until petrol vapors have dissipated.

- Replace all fueltanks and container caps securely;
- Do not smokein the neighbourhood of the mower.
@®Replace faulty silencers

@Clean up any oil or fuel spills.

@®Do not startthe engine when standing in front of
the discharge chute.

@®Do not put hands or feet near or under rotating parts.
Keep clear of the discharge opening at all times.

@®Do not operate the engine ina confined space
where dangerous carbon monoxide fumes can
collect;Walk neverrun.

@Always be sure of your footing on slopes.

@®Do not change the engine governor settings or
over-speed the engine;

@®Never make adjustments or repairs with the engine
(motor) running. Disconnect the sparkplug wire, and
keep the wire away from the plug to prevent accidental
starting.

@®Check regularly that nuts and bolts, especially
blade attachment bolts, are fastened tightly and keep
the equipment in a good condition.

®Never disable or tamper with safety systems or
features. Checkall starting interlocks and operator
presence controls regularly and ensure them are
properly functioning.

@®Make sure that grass, leaves or other debris does

not collect in the mower; check regularly and remove
such residues to blocking.

@Stop and inspect your lawnmower if you strike any
object. Repair, if necessary, before restarting.
®Never attempt to make wheel heightadjustments
while the engine (motor)is running.

®Grass catcher components are subject to wear,
damage anddeterioration, which could expose
moving parts or allow objects to be ejected.
Frequently checkthese componentsand, ifne-
cessary, replace damaged components with parts
recommended by the manufacturer.

@®Mower blades are sharp and can cause injuries.
Wrap the blade(s) or wear gloves when handling
them, and use extra caution during blade mainte-
nance.

@Be especially careful in case you reverse the mower
or going to use the machine.

@Stop the blade(s) ifthe lawnmower has to be tilted
for transportation when crossing surfaces other than
grass, and when transporting the lawnmower to and
from the area to be mowed.

@Start the engine or switch on the motor carefully
according toinstructions and with feet well away
from the blades.

@®Do not tilt the lawnmower when starting the engine
or switching on the motor, except if the lawnmower
has to betilted for starting. In this case, do not tile
it more than absolutely necessary and lift only the
part which is away from the operator.

®Never pickup orcarry alawnmower while the

engine isrunning.

@Stop the engine and disconnect the spark plug wire.
- Before clearing blockages or unclogging chute.

- before checking, cleaning or working on the lawnm-
ower.

- after striking a foreign object. Inspect the lawnmower
for damage and make repairs before re-starting and

operating the lawnmower;

@if lawnmower starts to vibrate abnormally (check
immediately).

@Stop the engine:

- whenever you leave the lawnmower.

- before re-fuelling.

@®Reduce the throttle setting during engine shut down
and, if the engine is provided with a shut-off valve, turn

the fuel off at the conclusion of mowing;

@Allow the engine to cool before storing in any enclo-

sure

@®Never store the equipment with petrol in the tank inside

a building where fumes can reach an openflame or

spark. To reduce the fire hazard, keep the engine,
silencer, battery compartment and petrol storage area
free of grass, leaves, or excessive grease.

@Check the grass catcher frequently for wearor det-
erioration

®If the fuel tank has to be drained, this should be
done outdoors.

Return an activated lithium battery to sleeping mode:
a) Press and hold the power level indicator button.
The LED light will light up for about 4 to 5 seconds,

and then turn off. After about 15 seconds, power
indicator lights up again.

Yourlawnmower is shipped without oil in the engine.
Engine holds approximately 0.6L refer toengine
manufacturers specifications in engine hand book.
For type and grade of oil to use, see “ENGINE”
in Customer Responsibilities section of this manual.
1.Be sure lawnmower is level and area around oil fill
is clean.

2. Remove engine oil cap and fill to the full line on the
dipstick.

TO START ENGINE

NOTE: Due to protective coatings onthe engine, a
small amount of smoke may be present during the
initial use ofthe product and should be considered
normal.

1.To start a cold engine, push primer three times be-
fore trying to start. Use a firm push. This step is not
usually necessary when starting an engine, which
has already run for a few minutes.

2.Move throttle controllever to fast position.

3.Hold operate presence control bar down to the han-
dle and pull starter handle quickly. Do not allow
starter rope to snap back.

TO STOP ENGINE

@ To stop engine, release operator presence control Bar.

NOTE: In cooler weather it may be necessary to re-
peat priming steps. In warmer weather over priming
may cause flooding and engine will not start. If you
do flood engine, wait a few minutes before attempting
to start and do not repeat priming steps.

MOWING TIPS

@Under certain conditions, such as very tall grass,
it may be necessary to raise the height of cut to re-
duce pushing effort and to keep from overloading the
engine and leaving clumps of grass clippings. It may
also be necessary to reduce ground speed and /or
run the lawn mower over the area asecond time.
@For extremely heavy cutting, reduce the width of
cut by overlapping previously cut path and mow slowly.
@For better grass bagging and most cutting condi-
tions, the engine speed should be set in the fast position.
@®Pores in cloth grass catchers can become filled
with dirt and dust with use and catchers will collect
less grass. To prevent this, regularly hose catcher off
with water and letdry before using.

@®Keep top of engine around starter clear and clean
of grass clippings and chaff. This will help engine air
flow and extend engine life.

MULCHING MOWING TIPS

(for 3in1/2in1 mower) .

@®The special mulching blade willre-cut the grass
clippings many times and reduce themin size so that
as they fall onto the lawn they will disperse into the
grass and not be noticed. Also, the mulched grass will
biodegrade quickly to provide nutrients for the lawn.
Always mulch with your highest engine (blade) speed,
as this will provide the bestre-cutting action ofthe
blades.

@®Avoid cutting yourlawn when itis wet. Wetgrass
tends to form clumps and interferes with the mulching

action. The best time to mow your lawn is the early
afternoon. At this time the grass hasdried and the

newly cut area will not be exposed to the direct sun.

@®For bestresults, adjustthe lawn mower cutting
height so thatthe lawn mower cuts off only the top
one-third of the grass blades. If the lawn is overgrown
it will be necessary to raise the height of cut to reduce
pushing effort and to keep from overloading the engine
and leaving clumps of mulched grass. For extremely
heavy mulching, reduce your width of cut by over-
lapping previously cutpath and mow slowly.
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@Certain types ofgrass and grass conditions may
require thatan area be mulched a second time to
completely hide the clippings. When doing a second
cut, mow across or perpendicular to the first cut path.

@®Change your cutting pattern from week to week.
Mow north to south one week then change to east to
west the next week. This will help prevent matting and
graining of the lawn.

TO REPLACE BLADE

1.Position the blade adapter onthe engine cranks
haft. Be sure keyin adapter and crankshaftkeyway
are aligned.

2.Be sure the trailing edge of blade(opposite sharp
edge) is up toward the engine.

3.Install the blade bolt with the Belleville spring into
blade adapter and crankshaft.

TO SHARPEN BLADE

NOTE: We do not recommend sharpening blade but
if you do, be sure the blade is balanced.

Care should be taken to keep the blade balanced.An
unbalanced blade will cause eventual damage to lawn
mower or engine.

@® The blade can be sharpened with a fileor ona
grinding wheel. Do not attempt to sharpen while on
the mower.

@ To check blade balance, drive anail into abeam
or wall. Leave aboutone inch of the straight nail
exposed. Place center hole of blade over the head
of the nail. If blade is balanced, it should remain in
a horizontal position. If either ends of the blade moves
downward, sharpen the heavy end until the blade is
balanced.

GRASS CATCHER (except 2in1 mower)

@ The grass catchermay be hosed with water, but
must be dry when used.

@ Check your grass catcher often fordamage or
deterioration. Through normal useit will wear. If ca-
tcher needs replacing, replace only with a manufa-
cturer approved replacement catcher. Give the lawn
mower model number when ordering.

DRIVE WHEELS ( power propelled)

Check rear drive wheels each time you mow to be
sure they move freely. The wheels notturning freely
means trash, grass cuttings, etc. may be inside the
drive wheel and dust cover area and must be cleaned
out to free drive wheels.If necessary to clean the d-
rive wheels, check bothrear wheels.

1.Remove hubcaps, bolt, spring lock washer and
washer.

2.Remove wheels from wheel adjuster axles.
3.Remove any trash or grass cutting frominside the
dust cover, pinion and/or drive wheel gear teeth.

NOTE: The pinion gear, on both sides of the mower,
are the same, however, they must be installed correctly.

NOTE: Although multi-viscosity oils (5W30,10W30
etc) improve starting in cold weather, these multi-
viscosity oils will resultin increased oil consumption
when used above 32° F. Check your engine oil level
more frequently to avoid possible engine damage from

running low on oil. Change the oil after every 25hours
of operation or at least once a year if the lawn mower
is notused for25hours inone year. Checkthe
crankcase oil level before starting the engine and
after each five (5) hours of continuous use. Tighten
oil plug securely each time you check the oil level.

TO CHANGE ENGINE OIL

NOTE: Before tipping lawn mower to drain oil, drain
fuel tank by running engine until fuel tank is empty.
1.Disconnect spark plug wire from spark plug and
place wire where it cannot come in contact with spark plug.
2.Remove engine oil cap; lay aside on a clean surface.
3.Tip lawn mower on its side as shown and drain oil
into a suitable container. Rock lawn mower back and
forth to remove any oil trapped inside of engine.
4.Return lawn mower to upright position. Wipe off any
spilled oil from lawn mower or side of engine.

5.Fill engine with oil. See “ADD OIL” in the Operation
section of this manual.

6.Reconnect spark plug wire to spark plug.

CAUTION: Disconnect spark plugwire
from spark plug and place wire where it
cannot come in contact with spark plug.

CLEANING

1.Clean the underside of yourlawn mower by scra-
ping to remove build-up of grass and trash.

2.Clean engine often to keep trash from accumulating.
A clogged engine runs hotterand shortens engine life.
3.Keep finished surfaces and wheels free of all gaso-
line, oil, etc.

4.We do not recommend using a garden hose to clean
lawn mower unless the electrical system, muffler, air
filter and carburetor are covered to keep water out.
Water inengine can resultin shortened engine life.

AIR FILTER

Yourengine will not run properly and may be damag-
ed by using a dirty airfilter. Cleanthe element after
every 25hours of operation, more often if lawn mower
is used in very dusty, dirty conditions.

MUFFLER
Inspect and replace corroded muffler as it could create
a fire hazard and/ordamage.

SPARKPLUG

Change your spark plug each yearto make youre-
ngine start easier and run better. Set spark plug gap
at.030 inch.

REAR DEFLECTOR

The rear deflector, attached between the rear wheels
of your mower, is provided to minimize the possibility
that objects will be thrown out of the rear of the mower
into the operator's mowing position. If the deflector
becomes damaged, it should be replaced.

ENGINE

ENGINE SPEED

Yourengine speed has been factory set. Do not att-
empt toincrease engine speed orit may result in
personal injury. If you believe thatthe engine is run-
ning too fast ortoo slow, take your lawn mower to
an authorized service center for repair and adjustment.

THROTTLE CONTROL

If itbecomes necessary to adjustor replace the
throttle control, see the adjustment section of your
engine manual.

CARBURETOR

The carburetor has been preset atthe factory and
adjustment should not be necessary. However, minor
adjustment may be required to compensate for diff-
erences in fuel, temperature, altitude or load.

@ The air filter mustbe assembled to the carburetor
when running engine.

@ Best carburetor adjustment is obtained when fuel
tank is 1/4 full.

@ In order for the engine to run, the control bar must
be held inthe operating position. Therefore, an as-
sistant will be required to hold the control bar in the
operating position when making final adjustment to
the carburetor.

See the Adjustment section of your engine manual
for further instruction.

STORAGE

Immediately prepare your lawn mower for storage at
the end of the season or ifthe unit will not be used for
30 days or more.

LAWN MOWER

When lawn mower is to be stored for a period of time,
clean it thoroughly, remove all dirt, grease, leaves, etc.
Store in a clean, dry area.

1.Clean entire lawn mower (See “CLEANING” in the
Customer Responsibilities section of this manual)

2.Lubricate as shown in the Customer Responsibilities
section of this manual.

3.Be surethat all nuts, bolts, screws, and pins are
securely fastened. Inspect moving parts for damage,
breakage and wear. Replace if necessary.

4.Touch up all rusted or chipped paint surfaces; sand
lightly before painting.
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HANDLE

Youcan fold your lawn mower handle for storage.
1.Loosen the two(2) handle knobs on sides of the up-
per handle and allow handle to fold down to the rear
2.Remove the two (2) handle knobs and screws at
sides of the lower handle, and pivot entire handle
assembly forward and allow it to rest on mower,and
then reinstall screws and knobs to brackets.
3.When setting up your handle from the storage po-
sition, the lower handle will require manual locking
into the mowing position.

ENGINE

FUEL SYSTEM

IMPORTANT: IT IS IMPORTANT TO PREVENT GUM
DEPOSITS FROM FORMING IN ESSENTIAL SYSTEM
PARTS SUCHAS CARBURETOR. FUEL FILTER,
FUEL HOSE, ORTANK DURING STORAGE. ALSO,
EXPERIENCE INDICATES THAT ALCOHOL BLENDED
FUELS(CALLED GASOHOL ORUSING ETHANOL
OR METHANOL) CAN ATTRACT MOISTURE WHICH
LEADS TO SEPARATION AND FORMATION OF
ACIDS DURING STORAGE.ACIDIC GAS CAN DA-
MAGE THE FUEL SYSTEM OF AN ENGINE WHILE
IN STORAGE.

@Drain the fuel tank.

@ Start the engine and let it run until the fuel lines and
carburetor are empty.

@ Never use engine or carburetor cleaner productsin
the fuel tank or permanent damage may occur.
@Use fresh fuel nextseason.

NOTE: Fuel stabilizeris an acceptable alternative
in minimizing the formation of fuel gum deposits dur-
ing storage. Add stabilizer to gasoline in fuel tank or
storage container. Always follow the mix ratio found

on stabilizer container. Run engine at least 10 min-
utes after adding stabilizer to allow the stabilizer to
reach the carburetor. Do notdrain the gas tank and
carburetor if using fuel stabilizer.

Drain oil (with engine warm) and replace with clean
engine oil. (See “ENGINE” in the CUSTOMER RES-
PONSIBILITIES section of this manual).

CYLINDER

@®Do not store gasoline from one season to another.

@ If possible, store your unit indoors and coverit to
give protection from dustand dirt.

@ Cover your unit with a suitable protective cover that
does not retain moisture. Do not use plastic. Plastic
cannot breathe which allows condensation to form
and will cause your unit to rust.
